· How can we help each other resist sin (obvious and less-obvious) and help 

each other to live spiritually ‘fruitful’ lives?

· Discuss how you should prayerfully respond to this Word section, and take 

your thoughts into the Worship section ……..

· Read Psalm 103

· In the light of our own struggles with sin, from these verses, what is God like? 

· Take time to pray short prayers of thanks and praise for the way that God reacts to our sinfulness

· Close by listening to or singing a worship song/hymn about God’s forgiveness (e.g. “And can it be”, “Before the throne of God above”, etc.
